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Key Drum Bluetooth/MP3 mode

1.Power
Turn on the [Power] button to play the keyboard and enter the performance state.

2. Tone
After pressing [Tone] button, you can use the [+/-] button to select the tone.

3.Rhythm

After pressing [Rhythm] button, you can use the [+/-] button to select the rhythm.

4.Demo One

5.Demo All

6.Tempo

7.Transpose
After pressing the [Transpose] , you can use the +/- button to transpose. There are 25 segments (-12

~12) for the transposition control, and the preset value is in the 13th segment after power-on. Press 
and hold the +/- for more than 1 second to continuously increase/decrease the transposition. The 
chord pitch also changes with the transposition value.

8.Rhythm volume

After pressing the [Rhythm volume], you can use the [+/-] keys to increase/decrease the rhythm volume. The rhythm 
volume control has a total of 17 sections (0~16), and the preset value is the 13th section after power-on.
The Rhythm volume keys can also control the volume of demo songs, chords and drums.

9.Lesson
Press [Lesson] button for the first time to enter the single-key mode, and press [Lesson] button for 
the second time to exit the single-key mode.
After entering the one-touch mode, use the current song to teach,
After the song is played, if the user presses the keys at will, it is the main melody. If the main melody 
does not reach the next bar, the background sound will repeat the bar until the song is played and 
stop after the song ends.
Press [Lesson] button for the third time to enter the ensemble mode, and press [Lesson] button for 
the fourth time to exit the ensemble mode.
After entering the ensemble mode, the current song is used for teaching. After the song is played, 
the user can play the keys at will and interrupt the main string rhythm. If not pressed the key again 
after 5 seconds, the main string rhythm will automatically resume playback. The background sound 
is played completely, and the teaching is repeated until the end of the song. After the song is over,
the ensemble will play a song.
Press [Lesson] button the fifth time to enter the follow-up mode, and press [Lesson] the sixth time to 
exit the follow-up mode.
After entering the follow-up mode, the current song is used for teaching. After the song is played, the 
main melody is not played, and the user must follow the notes displayed on the digital tube
Press the corresponding key to continue to play the next note, and the background sound will repeat 
that measure until the song ends.
In the Lesson/Teaching mode, [+/-] button automatically enters the song selection mode, and exits the 
teaching mode to return to the tone selection mode.
Pressing [Tone] button while playing the music will temporarily switch to the tone selection mode, and 
return to the song selection mode in 3 seconds.

10.Volume +/-
When rotating clockwise, the value increases by 1; when rotating counterclockwise, the value decreases by 1.

11.Prog Select +/-
There are [+] and [-] sequential selection, a total of 2 keys. Can be used to select the tone, rhythm, song, 
volume, accompaniment volume, speed, transpose quickly.
If the number pressed exceeds the maximum number of tone,  rhythms or songs, the original value will be 
maintained.

12.Start/stop
Press the [Start/Stop] button for the first time to start playing the rhythm, and press the [Start/Stop] 
button for the second time to stop playing the rhythm.
Exit this mode under the mode of teaching, recording, playback, metronome, demo music, etc.

13.Sync
Press [Sync] button for the first time to enter synchronization mode, and press [Sync] button for the 
second time to exit synchronization mode. When entering the synchronization mode, stop playing the 
rhythm, and then press the first 34 keys to automatically play the selected rhythm and chord). For chord 
synchronization, please refer to the single fingering accompaniment or multi-finger fingering 
accompaniment description.

14.Synthetic Chords

Press [Chord] button for the first time to enter the integrated chord mode, and press [Chord] button 
for the second time to exit the integrated chord mode. [Chord] button only works in rhythm and normal mode.
When playing the rhythm, press [Chord] button and press the fingering within the range of the keys 
A1 ~F4#, and then you can hear the corresponding chord accompaniment sound. If you don’t press 
the fingering of the fingering, the single fingering will be played. Refers to the chord of the chord fingering.
When the rhythm is not playing, press [Chord] button and press the fingering within the range of keys 
A1 ~F4#, and you will hear the corresponding chord sound. If you do not press the fingering of the fingering, 
the single fingering will be played. Refers to the chord tone.
For the detailed fingering of the integrated fingering accompaniment, please refer to the single fingered chord 
table and the multi-finger chord table attached. The integrated fingering can be used with Rhythm/Chord/Sync.

15.Fil l-In

The [Fill-In] button only has a function when playing a rhythm. Interlude: During the rhythm playing, 
press the Fill-In button to add the interlude function to the rhythm. When the rhythm has finished playing 
the measure, insert an interlude.

16.Dual keyboard
Press [Dual Key] button for the first time to activate the dual keyboard function, and press [Dual Key] 
button for the second time to cancel the dual keyboard function. When the dual keyboard function is 
activated, the scales of the left keys A1 ~ B4 will be played corresponding to the scales of A2 ~ B5, and 
the scales of the right keys C5 ~ C9 will be played corresponding to the scales of C4 ~ C8. You can use 
the [+] [-] buttons to select the main tone to replace the tone of the right key.

17.Key Drum

Press [Key Drum] button for the first time to activate the keyboard drum function, and press [Key Drum] 
button for the second time to cancel the keyboard drum function. When the keyboard drum function is 
activated, the corresponding drum sound will be played when you play the key.

18.Velocity

The function of this button is continuous. Pressing this button is the speed on/speed off sequence, and the 
power on default value is off.

19.Record
Press the [Record] button the first time to enter the recording mode, and the last record will be cleared; 
pressing the [Record] button for the second time will exit the recording mode. In the recording mode, 
the metronome will be played, and you can start recording by pressing any key. The maximum number 
of recordings is 700. When the recording is full, the next note cannot be recorded; during recording, you 
can press the [Play] button at any time to play the recorded notes or drum sounds.

20.Play/LED

Press [Play] for the first time to play the recorded note or drum sound, and press the Play for the second 
time to stop playing. Press the Play to exit the recording mode. If there is no recorded value before, 
press Play and no action will occur.
   (The default value of power-on is to turn on the key light. Press and hold this key for 5 seconds to 
control the key LED on/off.)

21.Metronome

Press [Metronome] button, the action function is 1/4 beat ~ 7/4 beat + stop-+ beat. 4. The preset value 
of tempo is 120. There are 7 variations of the metronome sound, in sequence from 1/4 beat to 7/4 beat. 
When recording, press [Metronome] button to switch the metronome sound.

22.Bluetooth/MP3 mode
Press (within 1 second) [Start/Stop] button shortly to play or pause the song. In pause mode, press [Start
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The function keys marked with ( * ) are only available in the keyboard light version

Press the [Demo One] for the first time to enter the [Demo One] mode, and press the Demo One for the second 
time to exit the Demo One mode. After entering the Demo One mode, play the selected song from the next song.
When the song finishes playing, the current song is played repeatedly. In the Demo One mode, press the [+/-] 
key to switch songs.

Press the [Demo All] for the first time to enter the continuous singing mode, and press the Demo All for the second
 time to exit the continuous singing mode. After entering continuous singing mode, After entering continuous 
singing mode, playback starts from the current song.
When the song is finished, continue to play the next song and play all the songs in a loop. In continuous singing 
mode, press [+/-] key to switch songs.

After pressing the [Tempo], you can use 【+/-】to increase/decrease the speed continuously. The speed control
 has a total of 270 segments (30~300), and the default value is at the 90th segment after power-on 
(speed = 120)
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/Stop] button to continue playing the song.
Press (within 1 second) [Up--First/Volume-] button shortly to select the upper-song. Short press (within 1 
second) [Next volume + key] to select the next song.
Keep pressing [Previous/Volume-] button for more than 1 second to decrease the volume. Long press [Down--
First/Volume +] button for more than 1 second to increase the volume.
Keep pressing [Start/Stop] button for more than 1 second to switch mode, Bluetooth audio> MP3 USB flash 
drive (If the USB flash drive is not plugged in, the MP3 mode cannot be selected).
